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unhappy. This prefix changes the word it's added to so that it
means the opposite. A suffix is something you add to the end
of a real word that changes its meaning. Suffixes are usually
syllables that have one or two beats, but sometimes the?/'re

eat. For example, the suffix -ing is a
syllable that changes the one-syllable word walk into the two-
syllable word walkir‘rjg. But the suffix e - d (say each letter),
which is pronounce /?, doesn’t have its own syllable — when
you add it to the end of the word walk you get walked, and both
these words, walk and walked, have just one syliable. Let’s try
adding suffixes to the end of these words. (Have the class do
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
